2011 BALSAM LAKE WINTERFEST ICE DRAG RACES RULES & 

REGULATIONS 
 
 

� All vehicles must be street legal (DOT tires and must be 
licensed). 

 
� Helmets must be worn. 

 
� Seat belts must be worn. 

 
� No extra weight will be allowed (sand-steel-cement, etc.). 

 
� No plows (mounted plows frames are allowed). 

 
� No studs. 

 
� No chains or other traction devices. 

 
� Crossing the center line (snow bank) is not allowed. 

 
� Going outside of your lane (snow bank) is not allowed. 

 
� When race is complete return to pit.  Speed limit is 10 mph.  

Keep to the left side of the track.  Watch for other vehicles. 
 

� If you lose your race, DO NOT harass other drivers. 
 

� Classes with 10 or less vehicles are double elimination. 
 

� Classes with 11 or more vehicles are single elimination. 
 

� No passengers allowed. 
 

� Judge/official calls are final.
