Rules and Regulations

1. Set-up times: 7: 30 – 8:30 a.m. 4:00 – 5:00 p.m.  We will provide help with set up and take down through the Boy Scouts Troop 7

2. Table size is 6’x3’ with up to four chairs. No covering is provided.

3. Contact name & email for registration/confirmation & questions (NCL will take on this task if you haven’t assigned to anyone)  Lynn Goya 281-8686 or NCL

4. All registrations are due by March 22.

5. Parking is available on the street and nearby parking lots.

6. No food is allowed in the inside exhibition area. Exhibitors with food will be set up in the park.  

7. Boy Scouts Troop 7 will be available to help set up and tear down.  Tips are appreciated. We just have to clean up when we leave, and straighten up the bathrooms.  We also take out the trash of the gym and bathrooms.

8. Not all tables will have access to electricity. Please indicate on the sign-up form is you need electricity or other special needs. 

9. A microphone will be provided for speakers.  Those with other needs should ensure that needs are detailed to the expo by March 22. 

10. The assignment of booth space shall be in the Expo’s sole and absolute discretion who reserves the right, in the best interests of The Expo, to change the Exhibitor’s display space at any time prior to the opening of the exhibition.

11. No cancellation of display space or this contract will be permitted nor any refund made of any monies received by TGE after acceptance of this contract.

12. If any exhibit is not set up and in order by one hour prior to the opening of The Expo as designated by the organizers, the organizers reserve the right to assign that booth to another Exhibitor or make such other use of the space as deemed necessary or appropriate with no refund made to the Exhibitor. Table must be staffed and product displayed at all times during Expo hours. 

13. Set up and Expo hours shall be designated by event organizers and are subject to change by event organizers.

14. No exhibit dismantling or packing up may begin until The Expo is officially closed at 4 p.m.  Exhibitor not being permitted to exhibit in future Shows. Event organizers may impose a penalty to future Expo fees as a security deposit against early breakdowns.

15. No subletting, assignment or sharing of display booths or space in display booths is permitted without the prior written permission of event organizers and upon such conditions as event organizers may in its sole discretion determine. All such requests to sublet or share space must be made in writing at least 60 days prior to The Show opening date to be considered by event organizers. Exhibitors shall not exhibit, or permit to be exhibited in their space, any merchandise or advertising materials which are not part of the regular products of the company appearing on the front of this contract and as described on the reverse side of this contract. Exhibits are to be kept intact until closing of The Expo.

16. All exhibits must be removed by 5 p.m. Any exhibit material not removed by this time and date will be declared abandoned and disposed of by event organizers at the Exhibitor’s expense at event organizers discretion.

17. All exhibit decorations must be arranged for by the Exhibitor at its own expense. No combustible decoration, such as crepe paper, tissue paper, cardboard, corrugated paper, etc. shall be used at any time. All packing containers, excelsior, wrapping paper, etc. are to be removed from the floor and must not be stored under tables or behind displays. All materials and fluids which are inflammable are to be kept in safety containers in accordance with local fire department regulations.

18. The Exhibitor will confine its activities and the construction and/or maintenance of its exhibit in conformance with the specification, rules and agreement between event organizers and the exposition hall and directions of the local fire marshal’s office.

19. Neither event organizers, the exhibit hall nor any of the contractors of the foregoing will be liable or responsible to the Exhibitor or any other party for articles left in the display space, exhibition area or exhibition hall. If insurance is desired it must be secured by the Exhibitor. Event organizers recommends that Exhibitors take individual precautionary measures such as securing easily transportable articles of value and their removal to a place of safekeeping while the booth is not manned. All material brought by the Exhibitor is the responsibility of the Exhibitor. Any theft should be reported immediately to event organizers.

20. Exhibitors may not sponsor and/or conduct private shows, meetings with or without merchandise, entertainment functions with or without food, seminars, forums, during Expo hours, anywhere in the city in which The Expo is being held.

21. Exhibitors may not use any other space in the exhibit hall at any time for sales, exhibit, entertainment or meeting purposes, except by consent of event organizers.

22. Nothing shall be posted on, or tacked, nailed or screwed, or otherwise attached to columns, walls, floors, or other parts of the building or furniture. Anything in connection therewith necessary or proper for the protection of the building, equipment or furniture will be at the expense of the Exhibitor.

23. Exhibitor personnel wearing excessively scanty costumes or forms of dress inconsistent with the dignity of the exhibit will not be permitted on the exhibit floor.

24. Exhibitors will not make any excess noise in their tables. Event organizers have the right to require an Exhibitor to cease noise it determines to be offensive, excessive or disruptive to other exhibitors. The use of sound amplifiers, TV shows, records or similar devices must not interfere with the transaction of business by other Exhibitors.

25. Exhibitor agrees to indemnify, defend, save and hold event organizers, its contractors and the exhibit hall forever harmless from any damage or charges imposed for violation of any law or ordinance whether occasioned by the negligence of the Exhibitor or those holding under the Exhibitor, as well as to strictly comply with the applicable terms and conditions contained in the agreement between the exhibit hall and event organizers regarding the exhibition premises; and further Exhibitor shall at all times protect, indemnify, save, and keep harmless event organizers, its contractors and the exhibit hall against and from any and all loss, cost, damage, liability or expense arising from or out of or by reason of any accident or other occurrence to anyone, including the Exhibitor, its agents, employees and business invitees, which arises from or out of or by reason of Exhibitor’s occupancy and use of the exhibition premises or part thereof.  In the event of postponement of The Expo for any cause (including but not limited to force majeure reasons such as fire, earthquake, act of God, public enemy, strikes, labor disputes, legal restraints and any other causes beyond the control of event organizers), event organizers shall have the right during the 90 days following the postponement date to either reschedule and reproduce The Expo or elect to cancel The Expo. In the event of cancellation for causes beyond the control of event organizers including but not limited to force majeure causes as set forth in the preceding sentence, event organizers may determine to reimburse exhibitors on a pro rata basis on amounts paid event organizers less any and all direct or indirect expenses that may have been incurred or will be incurred in connection with The Expo or its cancellation. In no event and under no circumstances shall event organizers be liable or responsible for consequential damages or business losses of any kind whatsoever.

26. The Exhibitor assumes entire responsibility and liability for losses, damages, and claims arising out of injury or damage to Exhibitor’s displays, equipment and other property brought upon the premises of the exhibit hall and shall indemnify and hold harmless the exhibit hall, event organizers, their agents, servants and employees from any and all such losses, damages and claims.

27. In case of any violation of a term or condition of these Rules and Regulations on the part of the Exhibitor, right is hereby given event organizers to terminate the contract, to occupy space at its option, and event organizers may re-enter and take possession of space occupied by the Exhibitor and remove all persons and goods at the Exhibitor’s own risk and the Exhibitor shall pay all of such expense arising out of said termination and re-entry, and forfeit all monies paid or due to event organizers on account thereof.

28. The interpretation and application of the Contract and Exhibition Rules and Regulations is the final responsibility of event organizers. These Rules are subject to revision by organizers and all points not covered are subject to its decision. Event organizers have the right to amend or alter the terms and conditions of this contract from time to time as need arises provided event organizers gives not less than 10 days’ notice to the Exhibitor. The Exhibitor for himself, his agents and employees agrees to abide by this contract, and all conditions, terms, rules and regulations as published by event organizers and any future alterations or modifications pursuant to this paragraph. All disputes, claims and controversies arising from this contract or participation in the Trade Show described by this contract shall be adjudicated under New Jersey State law in the courts of the State of Nevada, Clark County. The Exhibitor consents to personal jurisdiction of said courts in Clark County.

29. Exhibitors who fail to comply with Expo rules will not be permitted to exhibit at future Shows.
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
