Raising Red Flags

Beginning in June, the Federal Trade Commission (FTC) has begun enforcing a new
law, the Red Flags Rule, to combat identity theft. It regulates most businesses that
sell goods or services without a contemporaneous payment. It requires businesses
to adopt written policies identifying and addressing red flags of identity theft pat-
terns, practices or specific activities that indicate the possible existence of identity
theft.

Businesses should evaluate the rule’s applicability and, if necessary, implement a
compliant program to avoid sanctions.

The FTC has published “Fighting Fraud With The Red Flags Rule: A How-To-Guide
For Business” to help companies interpret and apply the rule.
