Established in 1933, the Crenshaw Chamber of Commerce has been a viable presence in 

the Crenshaw area for 79 years. It represents the Crenshaw Corridor, which is bounded 

by Washington Blvd. on the north, Western Avenue on the east, La Cienega Blvd. on the 

west and Florence Blvd. on the south. 

The area is populated by hundreds of small and major businesses, including a major 

shopping mall, the Rave Theatre complex, and major banking institutions and food 

chains.  It is also a popular tourist destination, since many tourists regularly visit Leimert 

Park Village, West Angeles Cathedral, the Peace Awareness Gardens, William Grant Still 

Community Arts Center, and other popular sites. 

The primary focus of the Crenshaw Chamber of Commerce is to empower businesses and 

promote commerce.
